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Dear PRC students and parents,

After just three weeks into the academic year 2021,
the school had to be closed, and classes had to be done
online because of the COVID-19 outbreak. The situation
is likely to be lasting for a long time until everything goes
back to normal.

Our teachers and staff have always placed emphasis
on preparing effective lessons so that the students can
learn efficiently and pleasantly since the learning and
all-round development of our students is the heart of
our school’s educational management. We have been
going through this crisis for a year. We have learned
the difficulties, ways out for the solutions, the ways to
minimize risk, and the points that should be improved
upon. Thus, in this academic year, some policies are
made to improve the quality of learning and to nurturing
all students, including;

1. Switching from online teaching to a live classroom
for Grades 1-9 so teachers can interact with the students
more (We have achieved this with Grades 10-12). By
the way, teachers have to select or adjust the lessons
suitably and design new teaching methods, including
using media, handouts, exercises, and assignments,
accordingly.

2. In changing the assessment system of Grades 1-9,
midterm and final exams of term 1 will be evaluated as
the Authentic Assessment from having normal classes
(assessing in class), which cover knowledge, skills,
capability, and critical characteristics according to
the curriculum’s learning standards.

3. Improving the efficiency of the network system
as well as other additional devices for online teaching
to be faster and more productive.

4. Creating PRC Learning Platform - a large database
that supports teaching and learning, assignment
submission, answering questions, reviewing lessons,
monitoring the learning individually, etc. These will help
improve our students’ learning as much as possible.

5. Providing more scholarships for students whose
parents are facing financial issues. Together with
the Parents and Teachers Association, our school has
provided 37 percent more scholarships than in Academic
Year 2020.

To reduce the tuition fee of Academic Year 2021, our
school has a clear policy to reduce and refund activity
fees and other fees for some expenses that the school
will not be able to spend on learning as in the previous
year. We are currently collecting information and we will
inform you later.

Apart from our adjustment in teaching and learning,
our school alsa prepares ways for character development
and building self-discipline by using 7 BBL as a basis
for practicing and conducting activities for students.
We also promote life skill development by the PRC-RCA
questioning technique so that students grow up, have
a beautiful life, be successful and be our pride.

We would like to thank parents, students, teachers,
staff, and all related persons for their cooperation on
the activities and the adaptation to the new normal
during the COVID-19 pandemic.

the virus. No matter how tough the work
may be, to meet all requests from any
organization, we still have the medical team
that is willing to help with their full potential.

“Doctor Nong” Dr. Panpong Tareungsri is
Assistant Director of Nakornping Hospital in
Chiang Mai, President of PRC alumni, MAJOR’85
and Trie'31 generation, a former PRC Best
All Around student and one of the doctors in
the Blue & White Medical Services Foundation
that helps villagers. He has told us stories of
his experience of being the head of the team
and bringing the team to conduct operations at
the Bussarakham Field Hospital at Challenger
Hall, IMPACT Muang Thong Thani and to take care
of people who contracted Covid-19 in Bangkok
and it's perimeter provinces from June 23 to
July 8,2021.

The National Health Organization established
Bussarakham Field Hospital in May of 2021
under special circumstances. They have asked
for more staff members from different hospitals
from all over the country to come in turns to
perform their operations. Nakornping Hospital
in Chiang Mai is ane of the hospitals selected for
the promotion of the above-mentioned project.
The hospital sent 2 doctors, 10 nurses, and
1 pharmacist. “Dr. Nong” was on this team.
Everyone performed their operations by their own
free wills and had to get 2 shots of the vaccine,
practice ways to protect themselves, learn how to
use protective tools (PPE), and study the latest
ways to act towards the patients with COVID-19.

At the beginning of the establishment,
Bussarakham Field Hospital’'s mission was to
be a field hospital for the COVID-19 patients
that have mild conditions (yellow color patients)
in Bangkok and its perimeter provinces to be
treated. According to the original criteria, patients
must be nursed at the hospital, but during April
of 2021, the number of patients quickly grew
bigger and bigger, causing the hospital to run
out of beds. That's why they had to find a place
for the patients to stay as soon as possible.
More than one month has passed, the spread of
the disease warsened; it was almost the end of
May when “Dr. Nong” started doing his operations.
Bussarakham Field Hospital needed to expand
their beds from 1,000 to 3,000 and added more
personnel to treat their patients with severe
conditions (red conditions) in a limited time.

Sending patients from this hospital to another
is not at all an easy task because other hospitals
all have their beds full as well. It’s expected that
Bussarakham Field Hospital’s preparations aren’t
as goad as normal hospitals because the large
number of Covid-19 patients with severe conditions
weren't anticipated. They have fought to care
for many patients. The working system had to be
continuously changed in response to the situation,
and medical personnel had to try to cope as
best they could in terms of ability, equipment,
and people involved in helping in this situation.

“Dr. Nong” said at the end of the interview
that we shouldn’t fear the results of the vaccine
because the risk of violent side effects is much
smaller than the risk of getting COVID-19 by a lot.
Everyone should get the vaccine, not just for our
own sake, but for our loved ones and others in
our lives. The vaccines that are currently available
might be different from each other but every one
of them are approved by the World Health
Organization, and though the vaccine won't
completely stop the spread of the virus, it can
still lower the violence of the virus if we get it.

However, even if we get our vaccines, we
might have to live with this pandemic for
1-2 years. Because of this, we have to social
distance ourselves at least 1-2 meters, wear
a mask, and wash our hands frequently.
These precautions will be beneficial until
we get a vaccine that completely prevents
us from contracting the virus or a cure for
the virus that works better than those
available now.

Approaches for Developing

PRC Students’ Character

Consistent with Brain Function
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The Prince Royal’s College’s philosophy, “The Ultimate Aim of Education is the Development of
Character appeared in the obeisance of Dr. William Harris on the occasion of Vajiravudh the Crown Prince
(King Rama VI) arriving to lay the corner stone of the Butler building and kindly bestowing the school's name
on January 2, 1906. The school has inherited the intention and has kept this ideology since then. PRC has
adopted Brain-based Learning or BBL for teaching and learning in early childhood and elementary school
since 2005. In the academic year 2015 (BE 2558), research was conducted to develop the body of knowledge
related to character development with the participation of parents and teachers and support from the Office
of Knowledge Management and Development (Public Organization) or OKMD.

The study found that there are seven principles of character development
corresponding to brain function (7 BBL), which are:
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‘(01 Build Relationships _

The environment affects learning, so the brain
works best in safe surroundings. Therefore, building
healthy and secure relationships create consistent
bonds between family members, friends, teachers,
etc. Moreover, a positive emational state will open
the brain and allow it to work to its full potential.

/(03 Learn the Ways to Learn

Learning acquisition comes in different ways.
Some learners learn and understand well by seeing
or listening. Therefore, visual and audible information
makes learning easier and faster. Some learners
acquire knowledge better when taking action to do
something. Learning by doing links the brain to
the learning contents resulting in obtaining knowledge,
understanding, and skill in the form of Multiple
Intelligences.

The brain works well through the movement of
all organs. This helps develop the ability of the brain
in learning about dimensions, distance, direction, time,
speed, force, etc.

The brain learns well through memarization and repetition. When children practice pronunciation,
memarization, or practice repetition in doing things, neurons will be strengthened to be more stable and help |
to remember longer. And when they study, experiment, do it again and again, they will understand the concept, |

skill, and new knowledge.
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(02 Search for Meaning & Purpose

Learning will go well when the brain understands
the meaning of what is being learned and has
ample time to “create meaning.” Dull, uninteresting,
meaningless information will not be recorded in
short-term memory and will eventually be eliminated.
Therefore, having goals, aspirations, dreams, and
ambitions increase learning efficiency and helps
stimulate learning until the desired goals are achievable.

(04 challenge Yourself

Learning should be stimulating and challenging.
The condition of a positive challenge or a decent
environment keeps the brain open and ready to learn.
On the contrary, the brain closes and is restrained
by intimidation, making the brain inattentive to learn.
The brain is satisfied with step-by-step success and
climbs up higher on each level. Lastly, a challenge
will make the brain to consistently want to keep up
with learning.

| (06 Make a Real-World Connection

The brain understands and remembers it best
when facts connect with nature, real life, and other
events. Connecting what is being learned with realHife
from one situation/context to another will create
concrete information in real life.

PRC BBL Model is a method of teaching, which is exclusively taught at The Prince’s Royal’s College. It focuses on fun learning, creating
the passion for reading in order to help students develop language skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing. It also benefits students
to develop long-term memories, longer attention spans and dares them to think, to do, and to demonstrate. Besides, this helps students
to be improved in 4 aspects: physical, emotional, mental, social and intellectual so the children will be well prepared for higher education.

Nevertheless, with the changing society, culture, environment, and the children’s behavior, and responding to the future perspective
of 2019-2023, “The Prince Royal's College is a learning-focused educational institute that aims to promote the creation of innovative
ideas and to build character based upon a Christian foundation.” PRC Kindergarten foresees the importance of amplifying the children’s
different abilities in learning, so the children development process in Kindergarten has thus been initiated as shown in the following diagram.

Organizing experiences based on working principles
that are consistent with brain functioning, there are
5 steps for enhancing experience activities according
to the PRC BBL Model process as follows:

1. Reading Skills through research process: Kindergarten provides

experiences for developing children’s skills based on the principles of brain

The role of English that is widely used around the world (World Englishes) was mentioned in the
previous issue, Therefore, we can see that our schools have a large number of foreign teachers who use
English to teach and communicate. Do you know how many foreign teachers work in our school? Also,
do you know where they are from? Let me tell you, there are 84 foreign teachers. They are American,
Australian, British, Bosnian, Bhutanese, Chinese, Canadian, Cameroonian, Filipino, Singaparean, Brazilian,
French, German, Japanese, Indian, Korean, Malaysian, New Zealanders, Nigerian, Polish, Pakistani, Swedish,
and Venezuelan. Most of them are solely teaching English. Another guestion that is often discussed
regarding English Language is the Teachers composition, whether the Native English speaking teachers
(NESTs) or Non-native English speaking teachers (NNESTs) are better overall in teaching English?

According to the social norms, parents usually prefer native Enelish teachers (NEST), which refers to
teachers who were born in countries where English is used as their first language (such as America,
Australia, Eneland, New Zealand, and Canada) to teach their children over NNESTs or non-native English
teachers (NNEST) who refer to those teachers who were born in countries where English is not used as
their first language (such as Thailand, Philippines, and Singapore). NESTs are chasen by parents because
in the end they want their children to have a native-like accent.

However, recently in the first semester of 2019, a study was done in our school that revealed that
both NESTs and NNESTs can develop students English output in upper primary. It also revealed that in
some classes NNESTs can make higher gained scores over that of NESTs.

The test used in this study was the Cambridee English: Movers (YLE Movers). The data analysis of the
findings from comparing pre-test and post-test showed that both NESTs and NNESTs can effectively
develop students’ English proficiency at a .01 variant. This was through the dependent sample t-test
method. Furthermore, the results from the analysis via independent samples t - test showed a statistically
significant difference in post-test mean score of students taught by NESTs and NNESTSs in grade 4
(x = 27.43 and 38.85) and grade 6 (x = 33.50 and 38.66) refer to the statistical level of significant at .01.
However, in grade 5 the findings indicated no difference between the two groups (X =34.90 and-35.77).

The knowledge gained from this study supperts the fact that naticnalities do not affect learning outputs significantly, but other factors such as
teachers’ individual personalities, educational gualifications, and experience and language proficiency were reported by the students to have the
most effects on their leaming. The students also expressed that they prefer teachers who can give them clear explanation, provide engaging learning
activities, and create a positive learning atmosphere. These can equally be results produced either by a NEST or a NNEST. These are the reasons why

we have a variety of English teachers at our school offering a well-rounded exposure to cultures and
accents. This global exposure will be advantageous for our student’s ability to effectively and happily
learn in our 215t century, multi-cultural learning community.

The History of Pride

It all started with the Stonewall Uprising in the USA on June 28, 1969. A group of police officers invaded
a gay bar in Stonewall, New York, because cross-dressing was illegal back then, and there was an ongoing
clash overnight in the street in front of the pub. Marsha P. Johnson was leading the movement to continue
for more than six days with protests and clashes. The protestors demanded the establishment of places where
LGBTQ+ people could go and be open about their sexual orientation without fear of arrest. On June 28, 1970,
a year after the riots of Stonewall, Brenda Howard organized the first Pride March for reminiscing about
the discriminations and honoring the courage of the protestors.

The meaning of the rainbow Pride flag?

In 1978 what is perhaps the most-recognized symbol of Gay Pride made its debut at the San Francisco
event: the rainbow flag. The flag, with its eight colours (sexuality symbolized by hot pink, life by red, healing
by orange, the sun by yellow, nature by green, art by blue, harmony by indigo, and spirit by violet), was designed
by San Francisco artist Gilbert Baker and has been adopted worldwide. The following year a six-colour flag,
which isin common use today, appeared (with red, orange, yellow, green, blue [harmony replaced art as
symbolized by blue in the flag], and purple/violet), partially because of the unavailability of some of the fabric
colours.

Why Pride is matters?

The first reason why Pride matters is because everybody should feel comfortable and safe being themselves
wherever they are. The second reason why Pride matters for everyone is because now is a space and time
where people are more aware of their own behaviors and how supportive they are or are not of the LGBTQ+
community. The third reason why Pride matters is because it provides an opportunity for 4
LGBTQ+ families and individuals to be visible in larger numbers, Pride matters because countless
people have lost their jobs, families and lives to be ableto live in peace with themselves. s

Although AirCar is still a prototype
car, soon it might become another
choice of air travel which consumes
less fuel than regular airplanes for
us in the future.

O ne of the stories that my grandfather, Fred, told me about
when he was a boy at this house in Chiengmai, was that
his family heard a knock on the door. They opened it to find
a royal entourage with a very wet prince. It seemed that
a summer palace of the royal family was not far away, and
the prince had been taken out to learn to ride a bicycle. He
had been a bit wobbly and ended up going off the road and
into a canal. The Collins family was asked if they would loan
some dry clothing. The closest thing to something that would
fit was my grandfather’s clothing, which was apparently quite
large for the prince, but of course it was loaned. | have no idea
which prince this was, but it would be ironic if he was the one
forwhom The Prince Royal’s College was named. | think this is
unlikely, however, as Fred was born in 1888. Prince Vajiravudh
was born in 1881. | would think that a boy would usually learn
to ride a bicycle at age 5-10, so Prince Vajiravudh would have
been 10 in 1891 when Fred was only 3.

Qt Mrs. David G. Collins (Ada F. Pinkerton) was born at Mount

Eaton, Ohio, on March 12, 1862 (BE 2405). She was appointed
a missionary of the Presbyterian Board on March 1, 1886
(BE 2429). She was married on May 13, 1886 (BE 2429) to
the Rev. David G. Collins, and they sailed for Siam on September
of that year. God gave Dr. and Mrs. Collins thirty-one years
of glad and rewarding service together. So close had been
their comradeship in the work that on the death of Dr. Collins,
June 9, 1917 (BE 2460), Mrs. Collins was able to carry forward
his important work in connection with the Mission press,
which supplies each year large quantities of Scripture portions,
hymn books, Sunday School lessons, books and tracts.
The character of the work necessitated a great deal of careful
proofreading, and she spent many hours at night, long after
the presses had closed for the day, in necessary clerical work.
In the absence of qualified native typesetters she was obliged
often personally to set the type. On Sunday she taught a large
Bible class of women and girls.

In the Autumn of 1923 (BE 2466) she wrote from Siam-
“I have not missed a single day from the oversight of
the press during the past twelve months, and at the end of
my thirty-seventh year of service in Siam | am thankful to
say that my health is very good”. Shortly after this a serious
breakdown in health necessitated her immediate return to
America. The journey home was a difficult one, but on May
8th she arrived in Vancouver. Her last letter was written on
May 20th, in which she spoke hopefully of her recovery and
her happiness at being home with her children. She passed
peacefully away on June 6th at the home of her daughter in
Peoria, lllinois. The Board made record of its gratitude to God
for her long and devoted service and extended its sympathy
to her children in India, where they are carrying on the work
to which their parents devoted their lives. ’,

The United Nations aims to celebrate the development of science and technology
that enhances the quality of life. Two dates were chosen as the most important
space days for humanity: October 4, 1957, when the Sputnik-1 satellite was orbiting
the Earth for the first time. It is considered the first human invention to be launched
into outer space. October 10, 1967, was the day of the signing of the Treaty on Principles
for International Control for the Peaceful Exploration and Use of Space Resources, including

on the Moon and celestial bodies.

Therefore, the United Nations declared October 4 -10 of
every year to be the World Space Week (WSW). During this week,
various agencies and people will organize activities related
to space in more than 4,000 events held in 80 countries around
the world, including Thailand. Thailand joined the celebration
for the first time in 2019 with the theme, “Space for Sustainable
Society”. Since then, we havecontinuouslyorganized the event.

Model to Innovation. The learners practice their skills and step forward as innovators.
Teachers are also being trained in online teaching management by using Microsoft
Teams during the pandemic of the Covid-18.

2.6 The school has plans to develop the buildings, the schoal areas, the physical
environment inside and outside classrooms. Adjustments are being made to
schoel buildings, classrooms, assembly buildings, laboratories to be modern,
proper, and safe. Moreover, the school supplies enough computers to support
administrative management and improves the learning process to be more modern,
high standard, sufficient, and appropriate.
