The school was originally situated on the west side of
the Ping River, but was later moved across to its current location under the leadership of the
Rev. Dr. William Harris. On January 2, 1906, His Royal Highness Crown Prince Maha Vajiravudh who later

became King Rama V| came to the school and laid the cornerstone for the first classrcom building.

the new school colors, white and blue. The school currently provides education from kindergarten
through 12th grade.
